Portfolio Server is a powerful database server,
allowing access to Portfolio catalogs using the
standard Portfolio client application software.
Unlike typical server applications however, the
Portfolio Server is easy to set up and use, and
requires almost no maintenance.

Portfolio SQL Connect (sold separately) allows
Portfolio Server and the client application to create
Portfolio catalogs on an SQL database server,

such as Microsoft SQL Server or Oracle. These

SQL hosted catalogs appear to the Portfolio client
application as standard Portfolio catalogs, while also
allowing advanced integration opportunities and
administrative management of the SQL database.

Portfolio NetPublish Server (sold separately) allows
you to create static or dynamic web sites of your
Portfolio catalogs. You don t need to be an expert
to create your site - the NetPublish Assistant walks
you through all steps of the process. Advanced users
can also create custom sites through access to the
powerful server-side JavaScript API.

There are many bene ts of using Portfolio Server,
including the following:

Portfolio Server facilitates multiple simultaneous
client connections to a single catalog.

Server and catalog administration is performed

from the standard Portfolio client application.
Administration can happen from any client, remotely
over TCP/IP, regardless of the client platform.

A high level of network security is available
because served Portfolio catalogs are
not available on network shares.

All catalogs are stored in a single location, making
backup and database le management simpler and
helping stabilize the integrity of shared catalogs.

Network administrators can provide a uniform
method of access to Portfolio catalogs regardless
of the client platform. Macintosh or Windows
users do not need to run any other le sharing
applications to access served catalogs.

Server vs. Catalog Administration

When using the Portfolio client application in
conjunction with the Portfolio Server, two different
types of Administration are available:

Server Administration: The Server Administrator
has permission to administer the Portfolio Server.
In addition, the Server Administrator creates, opens,
and closes Catalogs on the Server. Client access

is added through adding special multi-user serial
numbers to the Server. Server Administrator duties
are described in this section.

Catalog Administration: The Catalog
Administrator has permission to access
Administrator level functions for particular
Catalog(s). Refer to the Portfolio User Guide
for assistance with creating, managing, and
administering catalogs.

The Installation and Setup Process

The installation and setup of Portfolio is fairly
simple and contains the following steps:

1. Install Portfolio Server

2. Launch Portfolio Server / Start the Windows Service
3. Add the Portfolio Server

4. Serialize Portfolio Server

5. Create a catalog on the Server

6. Connect users to served catalogs

Detailed instructions for each of these steps are
included on the following pages.

Installing the Server

Installing Portfolio Server is quick and easy. Simply
launch the installer and allow it to guide you.

On Windows, you must be logged in with
Ah Administrative privileges to effectively install
Portfolio Server.

On Windows 2000 and Server 2003, the account
that is running the Portfolio Server service must
be logged in with Power User or Administrative
privileges on the local machine. This is required
so that Portfolio clients can access and
administer Portfolio Server.

The Portfolio Server application has no interface
itself; access to Server features is handled through
the standard Portfolio client application software.
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Launch the Mac Server or
Start the Windows Service

Windows installation and starting the service

Under Windows, the Portfolio Server is a system
service. This service must be started on the Server
before it is active. To do so, choose Start > Control
Panel > Administrative Tools > Services. Select
Portfolio Server from the list and click Start.

For use on a domain, the service must log on as an
account that has access to all necessary asset folders.
Assets can be anything that users are likely to add to
Portfolio catalogs. This can be done by creating a new
account for the service or using an existing account
with the necessary privileges.

When installing Portfolio Server in a Microsoft
Windows Workgroup environment, the Portfolio
Server service should be logged into a non-
administration level account on the server. To do
so, view the properties of the service, choose the
Log On tab, check This Account and enter the
account information. Any other machine on the
workgroup must have the same server account
created, yet does not need to be logged in.

Macintosh installation and launching

On a Mac, the Portfolio Server Launcher is used to
start the server. Double-click to open the Launcher
and click Start to start the server.

Portfolio Server is automatically added to the
Startup/Login items for the current user. Each time
the current user logs in, Portfolio Server automatically
starts. The Launcher can also be used to stop and
disable Portfolio Server. The Disable button stops the
server and removes Portfolio Server from the list of
Startup/Login items for the current user.

Adding a Portfolio Server

Before you can serve catalogs on your Portfolio Server
you must make the server available that is, tell the
Portfolio application where to nd the server. You do
this through the Server Administration dialog box.

To add a Portfolio Server:
1. Launch the Portfolio client application.
You do not need to have a catalog open.
2. Choose File > Administer Servers.

The Administer Servers dialog box is displayed. If no
servers have been added, the servers list is blank.

3. Click Add Server.

4. Enter the name and IP address for the Server.

It is highly recommended that your Portfolio
Server use a static IP address. A DNS name can
also be used in the IP address text box, but it is
not recommended.

See your operating system documentation for
more information about locating the IP address
or DNS name of your server.

5. Click OK

The Server is added to the list and is available for users
to access.
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Serializing the Server

Portfolio Server is activated with a single Portfolio
Server serial code. When you rst install Portfolio
Server, it runs in Demo mode for 30 days. After the
trial period, you must enter a valid serial number to
continue using Portfolio Server.

To serialize Portfolio Server:

1. Choose File > Administer Servers > [select server] >
Administer.

Before you Serialize Portfolio Server, you must
Q rst add the server to the list. See the previous

page of this guide for complete details.

2. In the Administration dialog box, click Serialize.

Creating Catalogs on a Server

From the Administration dialog box for the selected
server you can create new (empty) catalogs to be
served on a Portfolio Server.

To add a catalog to a Portfolio Server:

1. Choose File > Administer Servers > [select server]

> Administer.

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Connecting Users
to Served Catalogs

Once a catalog is served you will want to give users
access to the catalog. The process from a Server
Administration standpoint is summarized here.

To access served catalogs:

1. Note the name and IP address of the Portfolio Server.

2. Give the server name and IP address to your users.

3. On the user s machine, launch Portfolio and choose
File > Connect to Servers.

4. Choose Add Server and enter the name and IP
address of the Portfolio Server.

5. Click OK.

6. In the Connect to Servers dialog box, click the plus
+ icon to display a list of served catalogs.

7. Click to highlight a served catalog and
click Open Catalog. The served catalog
is opened in the Portfolio client.

Notes on Accessing Served Catalogs:

When accessing a served catalog in Administrator

mode, all other users must be logged off rst. With the
catalog closed, you can manually log users off from the
Server Administration dialog box, or you can open the
catalog as a Publisher then change your access level

to Administrator to log off other users. Users can also
simply disconnect from the catalog. Served catalogs that
are already open in Administrator mode are not listed in
the client s Connect to Servers dialog box.

The client application attempts to open the catalog in
the mode set in the user s Preferences. If the preference is
set to Administrator, the client application automatically
attempts to connect to the catalog in Publisher mode.

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Administering a Portfolio Server

Portfolio servers are accessed and administered from
the Portfolio client. To administer a Portfolio server
choose File > Administer Servers.

Once a Portfolio server has been made available to
the network, the Server Administrator can:

Create Catalogs to be served
Serve and Unserve catalogs

Open and close Portfolio SQL Connect
(sold separately) catalogs

Log off individual users

Set/change Server Administration passwords

Refer to the Portfolio User Guide for further
information about catalogs.

Catalogs folder to be served, but must include an
Alias (Mac) or Shortcut (Win) to the catalog le or
folder directory from the Catalogs folder of the server.

To create an alias on a Mac, in the Finder Ctrl-click the
catalog and choose Make Alias. To create a shortcut
in Windows, in the Windows Explorer, right-click the
catalog and choose Create Shortcut. Move the new
alias or shortcut to the Catalogs folder.

3. Select the Catalog that you want to serve,
then click Serve.

To unserve a Catalog on a Portfolio Server:

1. Choose File > Administer Servers > [select server] >
Administer.

2. From the list of served Catalogs, select the Catalog
that you wish to unserve (make unavailable).

If users are connected to the Catalog, a warning
dialog box is displayed. You can enter a delay time
in minutes before the Catalog closes.

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Logging Off Users
1. Choose File > Administer Servers > [select server] >
Administer.

2. From the list of served Catalogs, locate the
Catalog with users that you wish to log
off, then click the expansion arrow to view
a list of active users on the Catalog.

3 Select the user that you want to log off.

4 Click Log Off User and that user is logged
off immediately.

To allow users a time frame within which they can log
themselves off (by closing their copy of the catalog),
use the Unserve command.

To set or change the Portfolio Server
Administrator password:

1. Choose File > Administer Servers > [select server] >
Administer.

2. Click Set Password
The Set Password dialog box is displayed.

3. Enter and con rm the new Server Administrator
password, and click OK.

To exit the dialog box without affecting the
password, click Cancel.

Removing a Portfolio Server
Serial Code

This feature is helpful if you wish to move a serial
number from one server to another, such as when
setting up a Portfolio Server in a different location.

To remove the serial number from a Portfolio Server:

1. Choose File > Administer Servers > [select server] >
Administer.

2. Click Serialize. The Serial Codes dialog box
is displayed.

3. Click to highlight the Serial Code that you wish to
remove, then click Delete.

The serial code is removed from the list, and
those connections are no longer available on the
selected server.

Notes on Served Catalogs
Portfolio Server and source images

Portfolio Server does not serve the original les,
only the records of cataloged items. What this
means is that the client machine must have access
viathe le system to the original le in order to
perform functions that require the source le, such
as copy, move, rename, etc.

Server Port numbers

The Portfolio Server operates via ports 2903 and
2904. Catalog assets travel over port 445

for SMB mounted shares, and port 548 for AFP
mounted shares.

In order to avoid con icts with other applications,
make sure no other server software is using
the listed ports on the server machine. (We are
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currently unaware of any other applications that
uses these port addresses.) Be aware that if you have
clients attempting to access the server through

a corporate rewall, you may need to have the
network administrator open holes in the rewall for
these ports.

The main server port number can be changed.
See the Con guration File chapter of this guide
for detailed instructions.

Macintosh mounted shares

When running Portfolio Server on a Macintosh,
all network shares that will potentially

contain AutoSync folders created by users

must also be mounted on the server.

Also, when adding an AutoSync folder from
a Windows Portfolio client to a catalog
served by a Macintosh Portfolio Server, the
user must navigate to the same share that
the Macintosh server has mounted.

v

For help in con guring shared folders on a
non-server version of Mac OS X, you may wish to
consider a product named SharePoints.

http://www.hornware.com/sharepoints/
SharePoints makes it easy to add and delete
share points like in the old Mac OS Finder. In
Mac OS X, by default, you are limited to sharing
only what is in your public folder in your home
directory. This program makes it easy to share
any folder.

AutoSync folders

AutoSync folders are basically FolderSync folders
that can be automatically synchronized by the
server. The bene t of an AutoSync folder is that all
of the work is done by the server. This way, you can
do other work in your catalog while Portfolio Server
automatically updates the AutoSync folders.

A new AutoSync folder must be on a share that is
accessible by Portfolio Server. Only folders that are
contained on mounted shares (Mac) or browsable
through the network (Win) can be added.

To add an AutoSync folder:

1. In the Folder View pane/drawer, click the Add Watch
Folder button [£]

v

2. Navigate to the folder you want watch as an AutoSync
folder, and click OK.

3. In the AutoSync Settings dialog choose from the
following options:

If you do not see the Folder View pane (Win) or
drawer (Mac), choose View > Folders.

To maximize the ef ciency and speed of the
Portfolio Server, consolidate as many watch
folders as possible into a single folder, then add
that folder as an AutoSync folder.

Watching and Syncing Options

The Continually watch folder for changes option
basically allows you to decide when the AutoSync
folder is scanned for changes by the server. When
changes are found, the folder name is highlighted in
the Folder View window.

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When to Sync

This option allows you to set a speci c interval
when items in the AutoSync (watch folder) are added
or removed from the catalog.

Cataloging Options
Use cataloging options preset when syncing

Check this option to use a saved preset when
cataloging. You must have previously created
and saved a cataloging options preset for it to be
included in the drop down list.

Presets that contain copy, move and rename
functions can be chosen, but those functions
of the preset are ignored. So basically, only the
property assignments ( eld names, descriptions
and keywords)

of a cataloging
options preset are
used. If a saved
preset does not
contain property
assignments, it is
not available as a
choice from the
drop down box.

Folder Sort Settings

The Folder Sort Settings tells Portfolio how to
sort the display when your rst open the folder.

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Stopping an AutoSync process Duplicate share names

To stop an AutoSync process, you can either remove
the AutoSync folder from the served catalog,

or unserve the catalog. Doing either stops the
synchronization process.

If you removed the AutoSync folder, you can
re-add the folder to the catalog, and restart the
synchronization at your convenience.

If you unserved the catalog, when you re-

AutoSync folders local to Portfolio Server

Adding AutoSync folders that are on the same
physical machine as Portfolio Server limits the
amount of network traf c necessary to synchronize
these folders. So, when shares are created on the
same machine and then added as AutoSyncfolders,
the synchronization speed of those folders is

far superior to non-local AutoSync folders.

Avoid adding shares that have the same name, but
different target directories. For example, you may
have two shares each named pictures, one pointing
to C:/mystuff/pictures/ and the other pointing
to C:/documents/pictures/. Due to internal
prioritization of the operating system and Portfolio
Server, you could get unexpected results.

There is no direct user interface
in either of these Portfolio products. SQL Connect
requires no user interface, and the Portfolio
Server is accessed and administered remotely
using standard Portfolio application software.

For example, if you are serving two
Portfolio SQL catalogs from one SQL server, and each
database has 50 users connected (even if they are the
same set of users in each case) you need at least 100
concurrent connections to the SQL server.
