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Portfolio Project Sync

Portfolio Project Sync is an innovative technology
that enables a connection between Portfolio

Server and Version Cue Server. It is through this
connection that Adobe Creative Suite users are able
to tap into the powerful asset sharing and archiving
capabilities of Portfolio Server, all without ever
opening a Portfolio catalog.

By integrating Portfolio Project Sync into the
creative work ow, users can access and save
assets in a manner to which they re already

accustomed. Creative users can stay in Creative Suite

applications, and others can access assets through a
variety of methods
NetPublish site, or directly with the Portfolio client.
By allowing this level of access, Portfolio doesn t
dictate the way that you want your team to work,
you do.

Typical usage

Through Portfolio Project Sync, Portfolio Server
effectively becomes the hub of your asset
management and distribution system.

By utilizing metadata extracted from your les, les
are easily located. Creative users can input custom
XMP metadata through the Adobe File Info dialog,
and have that data used to help others locate assets.

Following are a few common ways that Portfolio
Project Sync is implemented.

Project Sync as a graphics library

A common use of Portfolio Project Sync is to provide
an avenue for creative users to obtain graphics
required to build other projects. For example, a
creative user who works mainly with Adobe Creative
Suite applications, can access items such as logos,
templates, and other graphic elements directly from
the le menu in Adobe Creative Suite applications.
Users can also browse directly to assets stored in
Portfolio Server catalogs by using Adobe Bridge to
obtain the item that they need.

For this type of use, the creative user might not ever
need to launch the Portfolio client, and may choose
to work entirely within Adobe Bridge to locate
necessary assets for their projects.

When creative projects are complete, the nal

les need to reside in a secure location. Users can
work in standard Version Cue projects that utilize
versioning, check in and check out functionality,
and then using Portfolio Project Sync, users can
copy the les to a Portfolio archive catalog folder
directly from the Adobe Save dialog box of most
Creative Suite applications, or drag to copy them in
Bridge.

As a web-based distribution system

Project Sync can be a gateway from the creative
workgroup to the world wide web. When used in
conjunction with Portfolio NetPublish, les created
and maintained in Creative Suite applications can
be instantly published to the web with little or no
user interaction.

In this instance, creative users work as they
normally do in their Creative Suite applications.
Any les that they output and save into a Project
Sync project pre-con gured with NetPublish are
immediately published to the web. Portfolio Server
can even generate low-res previews of most le types
for web users. This allows anyone with a standard
web browser to access, preview and download the
nished assets.

For everyone in the organization, particularly
non-Creative Suite users who might need access

to creative assets such as logos, templates,
presentations and so forth, Portfolio Server can
provide access to assets through Portfolio Express
or the Portfolio client. Both applications place
cataloged assets at users ngertips, freeing creatives
from servicing requests for les.

So the creative team creates the asset and saves

it into a Project Sync project. The non-creative
user is then able to locate and drag the asset out
of Portfolio Express directly into almost any new
document of their choice.

Due to the design of Version Cue and Bridge, its
important to note that as les are used, the les are
cached on the end user s system. This can require a
signi cant amount of hard drive space depending
upon the number and size of les being accessed.

Before you set up your Portfolio and Version Cue
user accounts, it s important to understand the two
different access options available when you create a
Portfolio Project Sync project.

Which option you choose depends upon the type
of Portfolio catalog access setting that you are using
either User-based Access or Level-based Access.

Catalogs that use Level-based Access can only allow
full access for all users. Catalogs that use User-based
Access can use either Project Sync access option.

So, if you think that you Il need to control access
to your Project Sync projects, you Il want to use
User-based access. Since Project Sync projects are
con gured on a per-folder basis, you can still allow
access to any single folder within a catalog.

Before you can set up the project, you must
con gure your Version Cue users and the user
access type in the Portfolio catalog.

Con gure Version Cue Users

It s important to note that the Version Cue Users
and Portfolio Users are entirely different from each
other. Every user will need a Version Cue username
and password to access the Version Cue Server,
regardless of your catalog s access setting.

Follow the instructions contained in the Adobe
Help to con gure Version Cue user names for all

of your users. If you also plan to implement User-
based access to your Portfolio catalog, be sure to
make a list of all of the user names so that they can
be identically created in the Portfolio catalog. Users
will only need to authenticate to the Version Cue
Server.

Con guring a catalog to use
User-based Access

User-based Access for Portfolio catalogs allows the
most control over how Version Cue users access
assets from Project Sync projects.

Each user s access to assets is determined by their
access level in the catalog. This allows you to
designate some users with limited access, while
others will have full control.

Choose an access level based on what level of
functionality you want available to this user. See the
chart on this page for details.

5. Click OK to add the new user. Repeat the process for
each of your users as required.

Con guring a catalog to use
Level-based Access

If you are using Level-based access to your Portfolio
catalog, users will only need to authenticate to the
Version Cue Server to access Project Sync projects.

This method of access is the least secure, but allows
all Version Cue users a great deal of power to
explore and modify assets. The level-based access
method basically allows all users Administrative
level (full read/write/delete) access to assets through
Version Cue, and should be implemented only in
environments where this is considered acceptable.

If the Portfolio Project Sync project was con gured
to Allow access for all users, a Portfolio-level
authentication is not required, and all Version Cue
users have read/write access to the Project Sync
project.

Project Sync projects can now be browsed like any
other le system in Adobe Bridge.

XMP metadata can be edited directly through Adobe
Bridge in multiple ways. When you edita les
metadata with Bridge, you are directly editing the
metadata for the le on the server, so you can edit
metadata without synchronizing with the server.
